1. In September 2002 a steering committee was formed in cooperation with the IBHE (IL Board of Higher Education), the ICCB
(I1linois Community College Board), and ISBE (Illinois State Board of Education). This committee was created as part of a
project of the lllinois P-16 Education Initiative that sought to more effectively partner community colleges and universitiesin the
area of teacher education. The steering committee’s charge wasto create AAT (Associate of Artsin Teaching) degree models
that would facilitate transfer and attract students to high-need teaching disciplines.

2. In June 2002 workgroups of community college and university faculty met at the University of Illinois Springfield to develop
sample course syllabi, link professional standards to course content, and discuss assessment. Matrices for education courses and
discipline specific courses were developed that detailed standards, competencies, and assessment measures and artifacts.

3. The mathematics sub-committee was co-chaired by Doug Bower of Eastern Illinois University and Tracey Hoy of the College
of Lake County. Committee members included Community College faculty: Marcella Beacham (Malcolm X), Kevin Bodden
(Lewisand Clark), Jim Harris (John A. Logan), and Jim Trefzger (Parkland). University Faculty on the committee were: Allen
Davis (EIU), David Rusin (NI1U), Cindy Stecher (NIU), and Beverly Rich (1SU).

4. Matrices and sample syllabi were distributed to faculty and administrators at public ingtitutions in the state for review and a
report was filed in October 2003 that included a recommended model for the AAT in Teaching Secondary Mathematics.

5. At some colleges there was administrative support to devel op the degree, but not faculty support. At others, faculty wanted to
create the degree, but did not have administrative support. Individuals who had spearheaded the initiative of an AAT degree have
retired or changed schools leaving the degree to successors who were not in favor of the project.

6. Community colleges were invited to create an AAT degree specific to their individual institutions. A few schools submitted
degrees that were approved immediately. Others made multiple submissions before obtaining degree approval. At thistime ten
[1linois community colleges have degree approval.

7. Mathematics departments found that they needed to rely heavily on the cooperation and work of the education departments at
their ingtitutions. Mathematics departments also found that before their AAT degree could be considered they needed to obtain
IAl approval for specific mathematics courses.

8. Some schools that are offering the degree report few or no students interested.

9. Some schools are experiencing problems with the transfer of coursesthat are part of the AAT degree. Although four-year
schools may have made “policy promises’ regarding transferability of courses, thereis, at thistime, no formal written agreement
or “guarantee”. Counselors and advisors are reluctant to direct students into a degree program in which the transferability of
courses may be in question. Thereis also nothing in place to prohibit transfer institutions from adding other admission
requirements beyond those in the AAT degree.

10. Some schools are offering the AAT degree. Some schools are still working on the AAT Degree. Some have put it on hold
until they see how it works out at other schools. There are colleges who have decided to not participate. AAT degreesin Science,
Specia Education, and Early Childhood Education are also being created at some institutions.
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Recall that there were no applicants for the IMACC Memorial Fund Scholarship last year. Please consider nominat-
ing a deserving student or two from your ingtitution this year. Remember that the scholarship isfor studentsintending
to major in mathematics or mathematics education. Applications are due March 15, 2006. Complete information
about this award, including the application form, is provided on the IMACC website (http://www.imacc.org).
