Today —
the story of mortgaging individual’s homes to secure a conferenceis part of the IMACC
lore, but then it was areal liferisk. Thefirst and each subsequent annual conference
has been held in Monticello Illinois at the Allerton Park. In fact, the IMACC confer-
ence is frequently referred to as simply “Allerton”.

| guessthat | am neither a charter member of IMACC, nor a newer member. | have
served on board and committees with some of those charter members, as well as with
some second generation IMACC members. IMACC as an organization has moved into
its second and third generation, and as any other grown child it has taken on alife of its
own, independent from but indebted to those pioneers who have earned their own full
measure of generativity.

Allerton Park has made changes. Pricesincreased sharply and unexpectedly in 2001,
several thousand dollars were needed from the general fund in that year to support the
conference. We are no longer able to set dates two years in advance, so fewer dates are
available for our conference. The Allerton contract requires more fees, insurance, taxes
and penalties. Capacity is decreasing. Two years ago there were 98 beds at Allerton,
last year 72, and this year 58. A bridal suite, telephones, televisions, and wireless ser-
vice have been added to the facility to attract a new market. Meals are now catered
from alocal restaurant. These updates are naturally driving up the pricing.

Evaluations from the previous conferences have been reviewed. There was a confer-
ence survey sent out by e-mail and on the website over the summer. Y our replies con-
firmed that you like the general type of conference that currently is held. Responses
indicated preference that the conference remain geographically-centered, aretreat envi-
ronment, Thursday-Saturday, and at more reasonabl e rates.

Thisannual award will be given to an outstanding mathematics teacher in acommunity college. The recipient of this award will
then be nominated for the AMATY C Award for Teaching Excellence. Please take time to nominate a colleague whom you feel is
an outstanding teacher and who meets the following criteria.

a) Ingtructional Effectiveness and Support of Students
innovative teaching strategies, alternative assessment methods, curriculum development, creating a learning environment
for all students, accessible to studentsin and out of the classroom, etc.
b) Professional Involvement and Professional Development/Renewal Activities
active participation in professional organizations, speeches, articles, conferences, etc.
¢) Serviceto Departments/Division/College
active contributor to college community

Nominees must be IMACC members whose primary assigned duties must be delivering instruction in an associate degree granting
program.

The James Armstrong Awar d was established in 1978 to honor the late University of 1llinois professor James
Armstrong, whose leadership fostered a spirit of cooperation between two-year college mathematics teachers and the
mathematics faculties at four-year colleges and universities. The Award isto be given annually to afour-year college
or university professor who continues this tradition of cooperation and assi stance with the two-year colleges.

The Digtinguished Service Award isto honor one of our members for a career of outstanding service to IMACC.
This award may be given annually under the conditions that the nominee must:

a) Be an active member who has participated in IMACC for at least 10 years (retired members are eligible).

b) have held an elected office (President, Secretary, Treasurer, or Director) in IMACC.

¢) have served at least 4 yearsin some combination of elected offices, committee appointments, ConneXion Editor, or
conference coordinator.

d) have the recommendation of an IMACC member familiar with the nominee's qualifications.

For the Life Member ship Award, (IMACC members who are retiring) the recipient must have:
