Allerton House is the site of the IMACC Annual Conference. Built as aprivate home by Robert Allertonin
1900, it was devel oped into a conference center in 1946. It islocated just west of Monticello, IL and is part of the
University of Illinois system. More information can be found at http://www.continuinged.uiuc.edu/allerton/.

The Conference Center, which consists of the main house and three additional lodging facilities, is surrounded
by a 1500-acre forest designated as a National Nature Landmark. Adjacent to the Conference Center are formal gar-
dens, decorative ornaments and museum-quality sculptures. Miles of hiking trails are maintained in the woodlands,
and the Sangamon River winds its way through the middle of the park. The Conference Center is designed as a place
to get away from the pressures and responsibilities of everyday life to focus on teaching and learning mathematics,
and to interact with colleagues from across the state. Plan on joining us April 12-14, 2007. Y ou will not be disap-
pointed in the experience.

Lodging rooms for the annual IMACC Conference are located in the Main House, the Evergreen Lodge, the
Gate House and the Little House in the Woods. Room configurations have changed this year—we are still discover-
ing those changes as of presstime.
